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Overview
As she introduced each of the speakers, Gina Jones provided overall context for the session, and discussed why the topics were of interest to the Library of Congress web archiving program.
Kristine Hanna (Internet Archive) reviewed the status of open-source technology used to capture the web (Heritrix), view captures or archives (Wayback Machine), and index the archived websites (NutchWAX). She discussed IA projects that were using these open source tools, and specifically mentioned challenges with harvesting YouTube and other media content and how Internet Archive is tackling these issues. Hanna also mentioned the IA’s Archive-IT service and what was on the horizon with partners collaboration.
Gary Marchionini (UNC, VidArch) spoke about an NDIIPP-supported project to develop strategies and tools for harvesting video from the web. He discussed the importance of the contextual information surrounding videos online, which will help future users understand how people used and interacted with video today. 21,000 videos have been harvested so far on these topics: elections, pandemics/epidemics, and energy. ContextMiner.org, a tool which empowers archivists and curators to harvest, describe and manage videos on their own, was shown. Participants were invited to sign up and try out the tool, and to provide feedback.
Michael Nelson discussed ODU’s “Tools for a Preservation-Ready Web” project, and the use of MOD-OAI as a method for collecting web content. Nelson identified two problems in preservation: a counting problem (depends on who is asking), and a representation problem (“what did I get back?”), and showed the results of a variety of experiments done to explore these issues. He then outlined future work plans for the project.
The session’s Q&A period included questions about analysis of Heritrix logs and reports to assist in preservation activities, and led to further discussion on video harvesting (of great interest to the group). 
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
